
 

WHAT IS THE GALILEE 1.0 STEPPING STONES SPIRTIUAL & FAITH FORMATION PROGRAM?  
The goal of the Galilee spiritual and faith forma3on program, run by the Catholic Ins3tute of Western Australia (CIWA), is to assist 
in the on-going spiritual and faith forma3on of aspiring and current leaders in Catholic schools. The hope is that they will then 
develop the confidence to nurture and deepen the spiritual and faith capabili3es of the whole school community. Galilee 1.0 
Stepping Stones is a series of 3 gatherings, or modules culmina3ng with a Retreat Experience. The program uses the metaphor of  
‘stepping stones’ to assist par3cipants in exploring their own spiritual and faith journeys as well as reflect on the influence of the 
Church’s journey in developing Chris3an spiritual and faith tradi3ons. It is only when people stop, take the 3me to let go and sink 
into the inner depths of their being, that they can gain personal knowledge and insight of the founda3ons of God, life and the self. 
Going into the depths is akin to the invita3on of Jesus, "Put out into the deep water and let your nets down for a catch” (Luke 
5:4). The Stepping Stones program also counts toward 30 Hours Ongoing Faith Renewal of Accredita>on with Catholic Educa3on 
Western Australia and can be used for Advanced Standing as one elec3ve for UNDA’s; Grad Cer3ficate RE; Master of Educa3on 
(Leadership and Management); or towards an elec3ve or specialisa3on course in the Master of Educa3on (Religious Educa3on) or 
Master of Religious Educa3on coursework programs.
